THE ANATOMY & DEPTH OF SAMPEACE BROWN'S MUSIC:

Sampeace Brown captioned this new album "Cosmoplitan Soul" as a precipice of his long research and experimentation for the past two decades in Norway, worked with many producers trying to find the centre point of his musical aspirations that links to his roots, that formed and moulded him as a music lover, composer, arranger and performing artist, combined with the pro-western pop culture, but had not been able to reach such a satisfactory conclusion, not until this time around, when he, Sampeace Brown finally took the mantle to head, arrange and direct this album production together with his co-producer- Rabbagast and the result hereby clearly defines this as his best album so far in Europe. Having grown up in a cosmopolitan type of society, he technically analysed the core of his musical ambition  and concept as symbiosis of Pop, Soul, Reggae, Funk, Afro-pop and west African hilfe music, derived from all species, hard core of the Pan African, American, Caribbean and European musical heritage represented in all corners of the globe. And for having finally achieved this long awaited goal brilliantly, gave him the zeal to caption this fantastic album “COSMOPOLITAN SOUL” which is now before you. His lyrical expressions are often quite straight, simple, understandable, none ironic and none poetic in that sense, none sarcastic nor does he often sings in metaphors but strictly on issues that always reflects on our day to day life, in terms of LOVE, SEX, PEACE, HARMONY, SORROWS, DESPAIR, FREEDOM, EQUAL RIGHTS AND JUSTICE TO ALL MANKIND IRRESPECTIVE OF RASE, CREED, RELIGION, GENDER, ETHNICITY, NATIONALITY OR POLITICAL LEANING.
Sampeace Brown above all, likes to make his songs quite groovy, melodious and catchy with good hooks by so doing, drawing the attention of the listener closer and deeper into the lyrics. All songs has it's own theme, roots and history but above all points to same concept and direction, which in all, makes Sampeace Brown versatile in his way of writing songs and without any doubt, one of undisputed Africa’s and the Norwegian profound best multicultural artist in branding a cocktail of these music categories as one and as a concept. 

BIOGRAPHY:

It all started later part of ‘70s in the eastern part of Nigeria in West Africa with a population of about 126 million people, where he was born at the age of 14. All those who witnessed his early childhood in his family quickly realised that the 5 year old boy "Sampeace" had a musical talent that only was a question of time to determine when such artistic exploration could accelerate. A 5 year old boy who had at that early stage in life, already a defined clear tone on how to sing and harmonize melodies and was able to transform any handy object around him at the play ground 
or else where into a musical instrument. Sampeace Brown grew up in a big christian family where singing church hymns, listening to pop music on radio and traditional folklore was part of the daily rituals and way of life. This had transpired throughout his early school days leading to the crucial moment after college graduation when it became eminent that the road to exhibit his artistic talent to all mankind was obvious. The year 1978 became the period of revelation on Sampeace Brown as a song writer, composer and singer, even at that early stage had already developed the skills of leading a pop group. A boy band- was formed named "Bones Family" inspired of his predecessors and legends like: Marvin Gaye, James Brown,  Toots & The Metals, Betty Wright, Gladys Night, Curtis Mayfield, Temptations, Steve Wonder, Candy Station, Third World, Byron Lee & The Dragonias, Jimmy Cliff, Jony Nash, Manu Dibango, Fela Anikulapo Kuti, Sony Okosun, One World, The Wailers, Rex Lawson, Osadebe,  etc, etc.
Sampeace Brown became the architect, leader, the group's song writer and lead vocalist. Their first demo delivery to 

a local reputable record label, quickly fetched the group record contract and all their studio undertakings same year at some of Nigerias most populous and well equipped studios: Phonodisc and EMI studios Lagos precipited their debut album "MUSIC CROSSROADS" which quickly created a sensational hit all over the geographical territories of the states of Nigeria, where pop music was consumed in mass. The groups smash hit also extended to other nabouring West African territories too. The group had 3 subsequent releases with major tours when the members had decided to take a break and Sampeace Brown had already moved to Europe. They later decided to make a re-union in Lagos-Nigeria and Sampeace Brown had to fly down in 1986 when the groups last album "Eat The Apple" was hatched, recorded at Recordisc ltd, Shanolu studios, EMI studios Lagos and released in same year, which marked the end of the period for the group. Sampeace Brown who has already been residing in Scandinavia (Norway) since early 80's had then decided to poseur his solo carrier in 1986 and in 1987 started and indie label T-Kay music as a source, medium cum outlet to expose his then new recorded works. 1989 finally became a breaking point for Sampeace Brown's solo carrier into the Norwegian main stream music scene. Sampeace Brown's commitment to song writing, composing, arrangements, singing, performing and productions kept on evolving with accomplishments which have convincingly precipitated many singles and album releases.
DISCOGRAPHY:

Sampeace Brown has within more than two decades of his artist carrier in Scandinavia managed to acquaint himself with the Norwegian music industry and worked with various musicians, producers, record labels, both at home and abroad. To name but few like Javed Kurd, Svein Dag Hauge, Stig Antonsen, Stephan Stjerndahl, Jan Tore Diesen, Håvard Caspersen, Rabbagast and many more. In his relentless efforts to get his recorded works exposed into the pan Scandinavian/European market in 1987, the indie label T-Kay Music was used as a platform to enhance securing record deals with both Majors, Semi-Majors and Indie Record labels in Scandinavia, Caribbean’s, Africa, and North America where some of Sampeace Brown's recorded works were released and have since the  beginning of his artist carrier sold at an estimate -millions of  records, mostly in Africa. Sampeace Brown not only is he a committed song writer, performer, promoter and producer, he is also a good administrator by all standards. His ability and uncompromising capacity to sustain a continued operation of the indie label Street Solid- T-Kay Records Scandinavia upon all odds from the early stages till today, have materialised more than 86 releases of different categories on Pop, Soul, R&B, Hip-Hop, Reggae and World music genres. A record no other minority within the landed immigrant or the multicultural community have so far achieved in Norway for the first time.

Sampeace Brown in believing that organization is the only instrument and medium to speak out and at same time protect the rights of the minority working performing artists and musicians living and working in Norway, induced him to be the architect and founder of  the organization "African musicians Union – Norway, where he also officiates as the leader. Sampeace Brown is a master minder and an ambassador of social and cultural integration which he also believes is the fabric of any society, therefore has taken the time to participate fully in many socio cultural engagements when ever it's highly needed. He is also a leader, organizer, and arranger of the small and growing yearly multicultural event “Sensommer Int. Music Festival”.

Sampeace Brown Band is a full fledged explosive 10 piece live act, performed in many concert halls, night clubs, festivals both indoors and outdoors. Sampeace Brown has also performed on same stage with some world known groups like ASWAD, THIRD WORLD, INNER CIRCLE and any more. Has appeared on TV's and produced many music videos that has been aired on different channels both at home and abroad. The band is a power house live act on stage and prepared to entertain at any time and any place.
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
